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What do you see on the roof?

No, not the steeple, but rather something productive.  This church roof is covered with photovoltaic panels.  These panels are generating electrical energy to power some or all of the church.  This church is sun powered (or is that sun powered?)

Do you think this is being a good steward of the sheeples gifts and offerings?  It surely is better than throwing away the gifts and offerings every month till eternity.  Every month your church rents electricity from the electric company, that money is gone forever, with nothing to show for it.  The church in the picture has something to show for their investment.  They can spend more of the gifts and offerings on helping the needy or spreading the good news.

WHAT WOULD JESUS DO?   You have heard that question, but what is the answer regarding electricity, area heating and water heating in the church building?  This is seriously asked.

Would He want His sheeple to put their gifts and offerings into a bottomless pit or would He rather those offerings went toward GODLY endeavors (maybe helping the misfortunate)?

We all know the answer, so why do the elders of churches (and councils thereof) still throw away monies sto the energy companies?  If the funds were not being thrown into a pit, then GODLY endeavors could be realized.

If those elders (& councils) invested funds in something functional, then the church could be more self sufficient, and good stewards of the Lord’s property.

Many elders (& councils) make investments for new pews, taller steeples and ornamentals.  Rarely long term investments with a return.  Long term debts, but not necessarily investments with a return.

You can contract building an electric power plant at the church site and power part or all of the energy needs of the on site buildings.  For cost/benefit reasons, the energy hogging air conditioning system could be left on the grid of the electric company.  But, everything else would be powered by your own SUN (or SON) powered electrical generator.

Best of all, you will have energy all the time, even when the neighbors are in the dark, and owning and generating your energy is less costly than renting power from the electric company.

All you need is a good unobstructed South facing roof or yard or parking lot, which, it seems, you have.
